Resolution of the Classified Senate of Las Positas College 

In Support of A Proposed Bond Measure

WHEREAS,
the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District has been the leading source for higher education in Southern Alameda County for more than 40 years with an emphasis on creating and sustaining a learning community that encourages effective innovation; and

WHEREAS,
the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District serves tens of thousands of students as they prepare to transfer to a university, meet ever-changing workforce needs as well as seek job training; and

WHEREAS,
Chabot-Las Positas Community College District has a long history of budgetary and fiscal responsibility as well as dedicated faculty, staff, and administrators; and

WHEREAS,
with any young and rapidly growing institution, Las Positas College needs to be “built out” to meet the needs of our community while continuing to recognize and support a culture that develops and rewards community service, outreach, economic development as well as joint partnerships; and

WHEREAS,
the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District’s ever-growing student population that is expected to increase by 10,000 over the next 10 years; and

WHEREAS,
Las Positas College is in dire need of more new classrooms, science and technology labs, a child development center, a college center for the arts, safety and technology upgrades as well as the infrastructure required for these new facilities; and 

WHEREAS, the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District must continually face mandated changes within local, state and federally funded programs that affect college and student life.

WHEREAS,
the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District has undertaken an extensive Facility and Educational Master Plan review with broad input from a cross section of our community; and 

WHEREAS, the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District is contemplating exploring placing a general obligation bond measure on the March, 2004 ballot to address the long-term needs of the college;

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE IT RESOLVED, that the Las Positas College Classified Senate supports a general obligation bond measure for both Las Positas College and Chabot College and urges the Chabot-Las Positas Community College District Board of Trustees to place a bond measure on the local ballot as soon as is feasible.
