Rich stated that during the month of February we have not experienced anything out of the ordinary as far as crimes reported. The number of incidents that the Campus Safety department responded to and documented for the month of February was 49.  Rich added that the number of incidents occurring on campus is continuing to increase. 

A committee member asked about some of the specific cases. Rich advised a few of the crime reports taken on campus are events that occur in one of the surrounding cities and spill over to the campus, so even though it is being reported with our statistics the actual crime may have occurred off campus. 

A committee member asked what is violation 11357 H&S, Rich answered this is any offense on campus that has to do with marijuana usage. 

II. Construction Project
A. Rich addressed the new issues concerning the newest phase of construction on campus with the student services building. The fence is in place and demolition of buildings 1200, 1500 and 1600 have already begun as well as the relocation of the former Ricoh building. Thus far one of our main concerns is that the fence restricts foot traffic and encourages pedestrians to use the road ways for access. Parking lot B will lose approximately ten spaces to add more disabled parking spaces. This is to replace the 7 to 8 disabled parking spaces lost from parking lot C.  Rich informed the committee that there is currently a contractor that will be working on taking out portions of the side walk to install curb ramps, this may take around thirty days to complete.  

B. Lighting is another area of concern, with the demolition of the old buildings we lost the lighting that those buildings provided. The lack of lighting around building 1700 has been addressed. Any issues with lighting should be emailed to the Director of Campus Safety and Security. Some of the areas that have been affected by the loss of lighting may be temporarily amended by adding lights onto the fencing. 

C. Construction deliveries will also increase with the construction of the new student services building. A planned route has been designated for the big trucks making deliveries in and out of the construction zone. The trucks will come on campus using loop road and   will exit using the new corridor between lot B and lot C leading to the road.
