	There is a Bond Measure coming up for vote and phone banking will be taking place in the next couple of months. 	Ms. Bish discussed needing volunteers for two committees.  Student Success has four (4) vacancies, their goal is to implement programs and services for students.  The Technology Committee has two (2) vacancies, the volunteer needs to represent their department’s technology issues.





	Activity Coordinator’s Report – Ms. Reding informed the committee of the current Gobble Lotto taking place.  Each ticket is $1.00 or seven (7) tickets for $5.00.  The drawing will take place November 24th at noon in Building 700.  There is one more brown bag lunch scheduled for December 12th at noon.  There is an upcoming Christmas party scheduled.
