1.	CALL TO ORDER


Elizabeth Noyes called the meeting to order at 2:35 p.m.





2.	APPROVAL OF MINUTES

4.  	NEW BUSINESS


  Membership to California Community College Classified Senate (4CS) – Ms. Bish


Explained that the 4CS is a program set up to promote local senates.  A membership would allow the Classified Senate to tap into their group for speakers for flex days.  The cost of the membership is $100.00.

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	b. Discussion of vacant Presidency, Vice-Presidency and Review Survey –The survey results were distributed.   The members discussed different ideas on making the Presidency a more manageable position.  After some discussion Ms. Bish volunteered for the Presidency position for the following year with the caveat of receiving full support from the Senate Council.  There is a definite need to distribute the duty of attending various meetings, specifically the Board meetings.  The members would like to have release time for the President.  Ms. Martinez explained that release time for the President already exists.  When a Classified President misses a Senate meeting, her/his pay is not docked.  When the Academic Senate President misses a meeting, s/he is considered absent.
