Flex Day Update
Virginia Edwards updated everyone on the planning and preparations currently being undertaken.  Dr. Manwell has been of great assistance, and will be the speaker on the bus ride to the city.  The cost of food for lunches was an issue.  Originally it was proposed to have the cafeteria at the de Young Museum provide the lunches; however, the cost would average approximately $800 for 30-40 people or $19/pp.  It was determined this is too expensive.  Ms. Edwards distributed several handouts highlighting other potential options for lunch providers as well as maps of the park and museum area.  It was suggested Café Paradiso could provide the lunches once again.  Ms. Scott reported she was not pleased with them the last time they were used.  Ms. Edwards noted there is another place called Sweet and Savory which can provide lunches for approximately $11/pp.   Dr. Manwell is working on possible VIP passes for the group, as the college appears to have a membership.  He is also coordinating the possibility of acquiring a docent for a brief period upon arrival at the museum.  All feedback and suggestions can be forwarded directly to Virginia Edwards.
