4.    Flex Day /Activities Coordinator
Heidi Ulrech was acknowledged and thanked for her assistance with the Flex Day planning.   Handouts were distributed highlighting the agenda and location of the events.  It was clarified that lunch will be at Carnegie Park and not Concannon Winery.  It has also been moved up slightly to allow for the opportunity to wine taste at the conclusion of the day.   Elizabeth Noyes volunteered to provide her cell number and be the contact person at the park.  
Regarding upcoming events, there are the San Jose Sharks tickets (4 tickets) to giveaway.  It was reported that Dr. Manwell will be contributing by putting together a theater/arts package.  William Eddy noted he is making attempts to locate some type of spa package.   There was a brief discussion about the process for the raffles.  Suggestions ranged from providing different colored tickets for different packages to having write-on tickets, where the individual would note on the ticket which package they were contributing for.  One suggestion included having a grouping of prizes which individuals could then make trades with others for.  Other raffle ideas consisted of: restaurant gift cards, bed and breakfast gift certificates, movie/dinner tickets, or gift certificates for merchants such as Jamba Juice, etc.   It was proposed the donation amount for the raffle prize package(s) be 30 tickets for $20.   
William Eddy provided a brief update on the tailgate event.  The original date of November 7 has been canceled.  Since there is supposed to be another double header game in December, it was suggested the event be held then.  It would have to be held behind the PE Complex and not the parking lot as originally planned.  It was noted there will be a small fee at the game, but William will confer with Lisa Everett to see if discounts would be available for large groups.  There are usually discounts available for those who volunteer to work the games.
Vice President Ulrech reported that at the recent Classified Senate Officers meeting, it was proposed a donation from the Classifed Senate be made to the Heritage Guild.

Treasurer Report

Vice President Ulrech read a report provided by Carmen McCauley, Treasurer.  The Classified Social account began the year with a balance of $1,473.54. The sale of advance tickets at the door netted $1,419.00, and the 50/50 drawing added $163.00 for a total of $1582.00.  The total expenses for August were $720.33, leaving a total of $861.67 deposited to the account.  September’s only expense was the Ice Cream Social, which totaled $37.97.  The current account balance is $2,297.24.
