Sept. 28:  Drop-in forum at LPC with Dr. Fischer, ACCT consultant, to hear ideas on skills, attributes, and what LPC needs in a President. 


Early October:  Position announcement to go out


January 20:  Application deadline (due to 3 intervening holidays and waiting for start of Spring term for staff to be available to review apps.)
