NOTE FOR COMMITTEE MEMBERS ON NEW BROWN ACT REQUIREMENTS TO ATTEND VIA ZOOM:

To attend by zoom, committee members must send a request showing “just cause.” Just cause is defined as follows:

D. Travel while on official business of the legislative body or another state or local agency.
