II. Welcome back

III. Meeting Times & Dates

a. Regular meetings: 1st Monday, after 3 p.m. AS will check with Greg Daubenmire and Cecilia Kennerly, in 2014, or 2008. 

IV. Review Minutes:

a. Suggested changes: item II-f should be SV, III-d should be SV

b. RK asked if minutes will be posted on the Intranet

c. EN said that would not be a problem

d. FH thought she was at the meeting, and it is not noted

V. AS highlighted action items

a. Last years accomplishments: interim draft web accessibility policy, memo to faculty (created, but hasn't gone out), letter to the publisher

b. Letter to faculty will be presented to the Tech committee prior to being presented to the divisions.

c. RK wants to be cautious about letter to the publisher - that faculty responsibility ends when they send the letter

d. SV - what is Bookstore responsibility? RK thinks it is the faculty's responsibility to order materials that are accessible. Follett is also a 3rd party company, so the responsibility lies with us. 

e. RK also concerned that the publisher's letter refers ONLY to distance education courses. RK suggests rewording publisher's letter to encompass all materials: video, audio, cd-rom, web-based media, in regards to accessibility.

f. RK concerned that we have a narrow focus for the Task Force, that needs to include all areas of accessibility, not just web accessibility. Questions the charge and suggests we expand the Task Force to include all of accessibility regarding technology at LPC

g. EN suggested removing the word 'web' 

h. AS suggested group consensus for changing the charge, which would include Cecilia Kennerly

i. If we expanded the group, it would need to include Aileen Furuyama, and Instructional Network systems representative.

j. General discussion about whether copyright and closed-captioning should be involved in the Task Force

k. RK suggests a proposal at Tech Committee: 1) that WATF be expanded to technology accessibility, 

l. AS mentions the Plato software in the English Lab is not accessible. 

m. Create an accessibility task force to include accessibility and web accessibility. Focus on 508: technology and accessibility.

n. Make publisher's letter focus on accessibility for all issues.

o. SV - go to Technology Committee and suggest expanded role of accessibility task force.

p. Technology Committee will have the final say in expanding the role of the WATF

q. It was decided to present this to the Tech Committee without consensus because CK will not be back in time.

r. Summer evaluation -some did happen, some didn't, because the policy didn't go through the correct procedure: take to Tech committee, they take it to divisions, then we should have approval, then move on to Karen Halliday.

s. Faculty websites and online courses were not checked as planned this summer.
