associated mortality in women.  

The objective of this college/industry 
partnership is to provide biology stu-
dents the opportunity to work on real 
biology problems, gain industry-level 
biotechnology skills, and understand 
the development of a product through 
the lens of a biotechnology start-up.

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LPC held the award-winning Math Jam from January 7 -11, the week prior to the start of the 
Spring semester.  Over 160 students attended Math Jam, the no-cost, intensive one-week math 
program designed to help students achieve their math objectives while also helping them accom-
plish their goal of a degree. Students were also introduced to a community of support and re-
sources that come with enrollment at LPC.   

Most students are able to gain access to a high-level math course that allow for faster degree program completion.  
LPC Math Jam participants have a 10% HIGHER success rate in their subsequent math course compared to the general 

population.   

Approximately 100 students are eligible at the end of the 
week for a higher level math class, saving them one to 
three semesters.   Math Jam participants that jump are 
also more likely to succeed in their new level of math 
class than the general population.  

A recent Math Jam student reported," Math Jam was so 
helpful...  my pre- to my post-test jumped from 36% to 
88%.  After Math Jam, I am excited for all my classes, 
not just math.”

She was also influenced by the many different majors at LPC, small class sizes, lower 
costs, and access to an over-abundance of student service resources.  Ashley’s initial focus 
was as a Biology major but only developed a real passion for it after she became part of the 
LPC Biology Club. As her exposure to ecology and evolutionary biology grew, so did her 
desire to explore other possibilities.  

While at LPC, Ashley began discovering her strong inclination toward research during her 
work at the California Academy of Sciences.  This eventually led her to present her research 
at the National Science Foundation (NSF) Bay Area Symposium of Undergraduate Research 
Experiences Conference 2016 and the Harvard National Collegiate Research Conference 

2018. This work was awarded Special Congressional Recognition from the U.S. House of Representatives in 2016 
and is now being submitted as a manuscript.  Ashley’s passion for biology and research has not only led her to 
graduate from LPC and UC Davis, but she has spent time at UC Riverside and also participated in the Harvard 
National Collegiate Research Conference in 2018.  Many of the instructors and researchers with whom Ashley has 
worked with have inspired and motivated her to become more involved in the education field and explore the 
academic barriers female undergraduates face in their university career.
