HSI Grant Proposal: The current U.S. Department of
Education Hispanic -Serving Institution (HSI) grant
awarded to Las Positas College that focuses on Science,
Technology, Engineering, and Math (STEM) that created
the Gateway to Success (G2S) learning community will
be coming to an end on September 30, 2020. However,
Las Positas College recently submitted a subsequent HSI
grant proposal titled, “Mapped Academic Programs and
Services - Guided Pathways” or “MAPAS-GPS” which
is a $3 million grant for use in the next five years. If
awarded, the new HSI grant will begin in October 2020.
